Melt copha in a saucepan over a low heat. Sieve icing sugar into a mixing bowl and mix in cocoa, coconut and rice bubbles. Pour melted copha onto ingredients in bowl and mix well. Place metal tablespoons of mixture into paper patty cases, standing on a baking tray. Refrigerate until set.

Chocolate Clusters
250g cooking chocolate
½ cup shelled peanuts or hazelnuts
or
 1 x 1259 pkt crystallised ginger
Melt chocolate in top of a double saucepan over gently simmering water. Drop ginger or nuts into chocolate. Place each piece of chocolate coated ginger on a tray. Place spoonfuls of the nut mixture onto foil lined trays. Set in refrigerator.

Peanut Brittle 
20g (1 
tblsp
) margarine
250g (1 cup) caster sugar
200g unsalted peanuts
Spread nuts over base of a 25cm (10 inch) flan tin. Melt margarine in a heavy based frying pan, add sugar and stirring constantly allow sugar to melt and change to a caramel colour.  Remove from heat and pour over nuts immediately. Allow to set, break into pieces to serve.
